It is the policy of the State that every student who has a home lan -
guage other than English and who is identified as LEP shall be
provided a full opportunity to partici pate in a bilingual education or
English as a second language (ESL) program.

Each district shall:

1. Identify LEP students based on criteria established by the
State;

2. Provide bilingual education and ESL programs, as integral
parts of the regular program;

3.  Seek certified teaching personnel to ensure that LEP students
are afforded full opportunity to master the essential knowl edge
and skills; and

4.  Assess achievement for essential knowledge and skills in ae
cordance with Education Code chaper 39 to ensure account-
ability for LEP students and the schools that serve them.

Within the first four weeks of the first day of school, the language
proficiency assessment committee (LPAC) shall determine and re-
port to the Board the number of LEP students on each campus and
shall classify each student according to the language in which the
student possesses primary proficiency.

The District may add other members to the committee in any of the
required categories. If the District does not have an individual in one
or more of the job classifications required, it shall designate another
professional staff member to serve on the LPAC.

In districts and grade levels at which the District is not required to
provide a bilingual. education program, the LPAC shall be com-
posed of one or more professional personnel and a District-
designated parent of an LEP student.

No parent serving on the LPAC shall be an employee of the Dis-
trict.

All members of the LPAC, including parents, shall be acting for the
District and shall observe all laws and rules governing confidentiality
of information concerning individual students. The District shall be
responsible for the orientation and training of all members, in-

cluding the parents, of the LPAC.

SURVEY conduct a home language survey to determine the language normally
used in the home and the language normally used by the student.
The home language survey shall be conducted in English and in the
home language, and signed by the student's parents if the student is
in kindergarten through grade 8, or by the student if the student is in
grades 9 through 12. The original copy of the survey shall be retained
in the student's permanent record.

If a student is identified through the home language survey as
normally speaking a language other than English, the student shall be
tested in accordance with 19 TAC 89.1225 or, for students with
disabilities, 19 TAC 89.1230.

CONTENT The District's bilingual education program shall be a full-time pro-

gram of dual-language instruction that provides for learning basic
skills in the primary language of the students enrolled in the pro-
gram and for carefully structured and sequenced mastery of Eng-
lish language skills.

An ESL program shall be an intensive program of instruction in
English from teachers trained in recognizing and dealing with lan-
guage differences. The bilingual or ESL program shall be designed
to consider the students' learning experiences and shall incorporate
the cultural aspects of the students' backgrounds.

Students enrolled in the bilingual or ESL programs shall be placed in
classes with other students of approximately the same age and level
of educational attainment. The District shall ensure that each
student's instruction is appropriate to the student's level of educa-
tional attainment, and the District shall keep adequate records of

the educational level and progress of each student enrolled in the
program.

LEP students shall participate fully with English-speaking students in
regular classes provided in subjects such as art, music, and
physical education. The District shall provide students enrolled in
the bilingual or ESL program a meaningful opportunity to participate
fully with other students in all extracurricular activities. Elective
courses may be taught in a language other than English.

FACILITIES Bilingual education and special language programs shall be Igcated
in the District's regular schools rather than in separate facilities. The
District may concentrate the programs at a limited number of
schools, provided that the enroliment in those schools shall not
exceed 60 percent LEP students.

COOPERATION The District may join with one or more other districts to provide the

AMONG DISTRICTS  required bilingual and special education programs. The availability of
the programs shall be publicized throughout the districts involved.

The District may allow a nonresident LEP student to enroll in or
attend its bilingual education or special language program if the
student's district of residence does not provide an appropriate pro-
gram. The tuition for the student shall be paid by the district of
residence

SUMMER PROGRAM If the District is required to offer a bilingual education or special
language program, it shall offer a voluntary summer school pro-
gram for LEP children who will be eligible for admission to kinder-
garten or first grade at the beginning of the next school year.

A school that operates on a semester system shall offer the pro-
gram during the period school is recessed for the summer and for
one-half day for eight weeks or on a similar schedule approved by
the Board. A school that operates on any other system shall offer
120 hours of instruction on a schedule established by the Board.

The program must be an intensive bilingual education or special
language program that meets the standards set by TEA, and the
student/teacher ratio may not exceed 18:1. The District shall comply

with the requirements of 19 TAC 89.1250 in providing such a
program.

OTHER PROGRAM The District may establish on a full- or part-time basis other summer
school, extended day, or extended week bilingual or special

language programs for LEP students and may join with other dis-
tricts in establishing such programs.

Neither the summer program nor the other programs may substitute for
the program to be provided during the regular school year.

PERSONNEL Teachers assigned to bilingual education and ESL programs must be

appropriately certified in bilingual education or ESL, respectively.

The LPAC committee shall reevaluate a student who is transferred
out of a bilingual education or special language program if the stu-
dent earns a failing grade in a subject in the foundation curriculum
during any grading period in the first two school years after the stu-
dent is transferred to determine whether the student should be re-
enrolled in a bilingual education or special language program.

During the first two school years after a student is transferred out of a
bilingual education or special language program, the LPAC shall
review the student's performance and consider:

1. The total amount of time the student was enrolled in bilingual
education or special language programs;

2.  The student's grades each grading period in each subject in
the foundation curriculum;

3.  The student's performance on state assessment instruments;

4.  The number of credits the student has earned toward high
school graduation, if applicable; and

5.  Any disciplinary actions taken against the student under Edu-
cation Code Chapter 37, Subchapter A.

After the evaluation, the LPAC may require intensive instruction for

the student or reenroll the student in a bilingual education or special

language program.

It is state policy that every student in the state who has a home language other than English and
who is identified as limited English proficient shall be provided a full opportunity to participate
in a bilingual education or English as a second language program. To ensure equal educational
opportunity, each school district shall:

1) Identify limited English proficient students based on criteria established by the state,

2) Provide bilingual education and English asa second language programs as integral
parts of the regular program

3) Seek certified teaching personnel to ensure that limited English proficient students are
afforded full opportunity to master the essential knowledge and skills required by the
state, and

4) Assess achievement for essential knowledge and skills to ensure accountability for
limited English proficient students and the schools that serve them.

GOALS

Goal of Bilingual Education Programs

The goal of bilingual education programs shall be to erlabiged English proficient students to

become competent in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the English language
through the development of literacy and academic skills in the primary language and English. Such
programs shall empisize the mastery of English language skills, as well as mathematics, science, and
social studies, as integral parts of the academic goals for all students enable limited English proficient
students to participate equitably in school.

Goal of English as é&Second Lanquage Program

The goal of English as a second language programs shall be to enable limited English proficient
students to become competent in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the
English language through the integratsé of second language methods. The English as a second
language program shall emphasize the mastery of English language skills, as well as mathematics,
science, and social studies, as integral parts of the academic goals for all students enable limited
English proficient students to participate equitably in school.

Integral Parts

Bilingual education and English as a second language programs shall be integral parts of the total
school program. Such programs shall use instructSional approaches desigeet ttee special needs

of limited English proficient students. The basic curriculum content of the programs shall be based on
the essential knowledge and skills required by the state.



Required Bilinqual Education and English as a Second Language Proams

Each school district which has an enroliment of 20 or more limited English proficient students in any
language classification in the same grade level distiidé shall offer a bilingual education program

for the limited English proficient students prekindergarten through the elementary grades who

speak that | anguage. i El e m«&«indergarten thpugh @rade® s h al |
sixth grade shall be included when clustered with elementary grades.

A district shall provide a bilingal education program offering:
1) A dual language program in pkindergarten through the elementary gragies
2) An approved dual language program which addresses the affective, linguistic, and cognitive
needs of the limited English proficient students and Wwimeet the requirements of the Texas
Education Code.
A district shall provide English as a second language program by offering:
1) An English as a second language progoam
2) An approved English as a second language programs, which addresses the affegtisgc i
and cognitive needs of the limited English proficient students.

The Bilingual Education and English as a Second Language (ESL) Programs are dual language
programs which meet the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of the limited Ermrglisiept
(LEP) students.

The Bilingual Education Program provides limited English proficient students with the opportunity to
experience academic success in their first language while they learn English as a second language. The
program promotes basikils development and the acquisition of language skills necessary for

successful academic achievement, critical thinking skills, language and multicultural awareness,
greatersele st eem, and appreciation for té&ndlanguagedie nt s ¢
a vehicle for the successful acquisition of English language proficiency.

The ESL component of the Bilingual Education Program is designed to provide special English
instruction to LEP Students. The ESL curriculum develops the skilleddrstanding, speaking,

reading, and writing through the study of English vocabulary, grammar, and pronunciation to enable
students to communicate effectively. The ESL program provides insights into the heritage and cultural
patterns of the United Stataed encourages students to maintain pride in their own language and
culture.

It is believed that in order to recognize the uniqueness of each child and develop the whole child, the
parent, the school, and the community must work in unity to best prigygachild in his journey to
success in our society.

Districts which are unable to provide bilingual education program as required shall request from the
commissioner of education an exception to the bilingual education program and approval to offer an
alternative program. Approval of exceptions to the bilingual education program shall be negotiated.
This request will be submitted by a date determined by the commissioner of education and shall
include:

1) A statement of the reasons the district is unabtéfey the bilingual education program with
supporting documentation;

Districts which, because of an insufficient number of certified teachers, are unable to provide
English as aexond language program as required shall request from the commissioner of
education a waiver of the certification requirements for the teachers who will provide the
instruction in English as a second language for the limited English proficient students.
Approval of waivers of certification requirements shall be negotiated on an individual basis and
shall be valid for only the school year for which they were negotiated. This request will be
submitted by a date determined by the commissioner of educatishal include:

a) A statement of the reasons the district is unable to provide a sufficient number of
certified teachers to offer the English as a second language program;

b) A description of the manner in which the teachers in the English as a second language
program will meet the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of the limited English
proficient student, including the manner by which the students will be given opportunity
to master the essential knowledge and skills required by chapter 74 diehielating
to Curriculum Requirements)

c) An assurance that certified personnel available in the district will be assigned to grade
levels beginning at prkindergarten followed successively by subsequent grade levels
in the elementary school campus, amdthe basis of need for secondary campuses, to
ensure that the linguistic and academic needs of the limited English proficient students
with the lowest levels of English proficiency are served on a priority basis

d) The names of the teachers not on permib ate assigned to implement the English as
second language program and estimated date for the completion of the English as a
second language endorsement for each teacher under a waiver.

e) A description of the training program which the district will providemprove the
skills of the staff which is assigned to implement the proposed English as a second
language program, and an assurance that at least 10% of the bilingual education
allotment shall be used to carry out this training; and

f) A description of tle actions the district will take to ensure that the program will be
provided the subsequent year, including its plans for recruiting and training an adequate
number of teachers to eliminate the need for subsequent. Waivers.

second language program shall be consistent with graduation requirements. The language proficiency
assessment committee may recommend appropriate services that may include content courses provided
through sheltered instructiongpproaches by trained teachers, enrollment in English as a second
language courses, additional state elective English courses, and special assistance provided through
locally determined programs.

The English as a second language program shall be arainpegt of the regular educational program.
Districts shall use stai@dopted English as a second language instructional materials and
supplementary materials as curriculum tools. In addition, districts may use other curriculum
adaptations which have & developed. The district shall provide for ongoing coordination between
the English as a second language program and the regular educational program. The English as a
second language program shall address the effective, linguistic, and cognitivefrigeiied English
proficient students as follows:

1) Affective. Limited English proficient students shall be provided instruction using second
language methods in English to introduce basic concepts of the school environment which
instills confidence, selédssurance, and a positive identity with their cultural heritages. The
program shall address the history and cul tut
language and the United States.



2) Linguistic Limited English proficient students shiadl provided intensive instruction to
develop proficiency in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the English
language. The instruction in academic content areas shall be structured to ensure that the
students master the required ess¢khowledge and skills and higher order thinking skills.

3) Cognitive. Limited English proficient students shall be provided instruction in English in
mathematics, science, health, and social studies using second language methods. The
instruction in acaemic content areas shall be structured to ensure that the students master the
required essential knowledge and skills and higher order thinking skills.

English as Second | anguage strategies, which m:
may ke provided in any of the courses or electives required for promotion or graduation to assist the
English Language Learners to master the essential knowledge and skills for the required subject (s).
The use of English as second language strategies shatipede the awarding of credit toward

meeting promotions or graduation requirements.

In subjects such as art, music, and physical education, the Limited English Proficient students shall
participate with their Englisepeaking peers in regular classesvipled in the subjects. The district

shall ensure that students enrolled in bilingual education and English as a second language programs
have a meaningful opportunity to participate with other students in all extracurricular activities.

The required bihgual education or English as a second language program shall be provided to every
Limited English Proficient student with parental approval until such time that the student meets exit
criteria as described in 89.1225(h) of this title (relating to TestntyClassification of Students) or
graduates from high school

HOME LANGUAGE SURVEY

Only one home language survey shall be conducted to each student. The home language survey shall
be administered to each student new to the district or to studenitsuystg\enrolled who were not
surveyed in the past. I't is required that the
students in grades P&or by the student in gradesl9. The original copy of the survey shall be kept

i n the earmanahtgatardd s p

The home language survey shall be administered in English and Spanish

If the response on the home language survey indicated that a language other than English is used, the
student shall be tested.



LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY ASSESSMENT COMMITTEE (LPAC)

The State Board of Education mandates that a Language Proficiency Assessment Committee (LPAC)
be established in districts that are required to offer bilingual education and special language programs.
The Language Proficiency Assessmeantrinittee (LPAC) shall consist of the following:

A A campus administrator

A An appropriately certified teacher assigned to the Bilingual Education Pra@gram

A An appropriately certified teacher assigned to the English as a Second Language (ESL

_ programand

A A parent of a limited English proficient (LEP) student. The parent shall not be an employee of
the district.

All members of the language proficiency assessment committee, including parents, shall be acting for
the school district and shall observe all lawd arles governing confidentiality of information
concerning individual students.

LPAC DUTIES

Duties of the LPAC upon Studentdés initial enrol
1) Designate the language proficiency level of each limited English mofistudent.
2) Designate the level of academic achievement of each limited English proficient student.
3) Designate subject to parental approval, the initial instructional placement of each limited
English proficient student in the required program.
4) Facilitatethe participation of the limited English proficient students in other programs; and
5) Classify students as English proficient and recommend their exit from the bilingual education
or English as a second language program.

LPAC Dutiesi Prior to TAKS

Beforethe administration of the state critericaferenced test each year, the language proficiency
Assessment committee shall determine the appropriate assessment option for each limited proficient
student. The assessment options shall be:

1) Administration of te English version criterion referenced test.

2) Administration of the Spanish version criteriobneferenced test; or

3) For certain immigrant students, exemption from the criteri@fierenced test.

In determining the appropriate assessment option, tihed@e proficiency assessment committee shall
consider the following criteria for each student;

1) Academic program participation (bilingual education or English as a second language) and

language of instruction;

2) Language proficiency, including literacy, in @ish and/or Spanish;

3) Number of years enrolled in U.S. schools

4) Previous testing history;

5) Level achieved in the state reading proficiency tests in English (RPTE)

6) Consecutive years of residence outside of the 50 U.S. states; and

7) Schooling outside the U.S.

advising that the student has been classified as limitedsBryioficient and requesting approval to

place the student in the required bilingual education or English as a second language program. This
notice shall include information about the benefits of the bilingual education or English as a second
language pygram for which the student has been recommended and that it is an integral part of the
school program.

Pending parent al approval of a |imited Engli sh
English as a second language program recordatehy the LPAC, the district shall place the student

in the recommended program but may count only limited English proficient students with parental
approval for bilingual education allotment.

The language proficiency assessment committee shall mdmt@actademic progress of each student
who has exited from a bilingual or English as a second language program within tiveopgesirsto
determine whether the student is academically successful. These studentsadb@eademically
successful shall belassified as limited English proficient and shall be recommended for participation
in a bilingual education, English as a second language, compensatory and accelerated instruction, or
other special language program which addresses their needs.

LPAC Documentation
The student s permanent record shall contain d
English proficient student. This documentation shall include:
1) The identification of the student as limited English proficient;
2) The designationofthet udent 6s | evel of | anguage profic
3) The recommendation of program placement;
4) Parental approval of entry or placement in the program;
5) The dates of entry into; and placement within the program;
6) The dates of exemptions from the criterioreferenced &, criteria used for this
determination, type of alternative assessment;
7) The date of exit from the program and parent notification; and
8) The results of monitoring for academic success, including students formally classified as
limited English proficient.

TESTING AND CLASSIFICATION OF STUDENTS
For identifying limited English proficient students, campuses shall administer to each student who has
a language other than English as identified on the home language survey;
1) In prekindergarten through grade 1, aral language proficiency test approved by the Texas
Education Agency (TEA)@and
2) In grades 212, a TEAapprove oral language proficiency tasd the English reading and
English language arts sections from a TEA approved smeferenced measure or anothest
approved by TEA.

An oral language proficiency test in the home language of the students who are eligible for being

served in the bilingual education program shall be administered. If the home language of the student is
Spanish, the Spanish versidntloe TEA-approved oral language proficiency test, which was

administered in English, will be administered. If the home language of the students is other than
Spanish, the campus shall determine thegest udent
assessment measures.



All the oral language proficiency testing shall be administergartigssionalsindparaprofessionals
who are proficient in the language of the test and trained in language proficiency testing.

The grade levels and the scores on each test, which shall identify a student as limited English
proficient, shall be established by TEA.

Students with a language othltban English shall be administered the required oral language
proficiency test withirfour weeksof their enrollment. Normneferenced assessment instruments may
be administered within the established norming period.

LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY LEVELS

1. Beginning students are those students with little or no English proficiency. All students scoring
below the designated level on state approved English oral language proficiency tests are
categorized as beginners except for students Hkipdergarten throughrgde 1 who score no
more than one level below the designated scores for English oral proficiency.

2. Intermediate students are those who have good oral skills in English but who have minimal
English reading and composition skills. Students iAkmmdergaren through grade 1, who are not
categorized as beginners are categorized as intermediate.

3. Near-Proficient (Advanced)students are those in grade$2who may be fluent in oral English
and have some reading and writing skills but, as evidenced by stattarral subtest scores for
reading and language, have not met exit criteria.

4. Monitor students have met all requirements for reclassification as English proficient and have

been placed in all English classrooms. The Language Assessment proficient €erahaitl, for
two years, monitor the academic progress of each student who has exited from a bilingual or
English as a Second Language (ESL) program and recommend assistance if needed. The LPAC
shall document that the following have been reviewed

¢ Masteryof the Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) (Reading, Writing and

Mathematics sections)
e Passing grades in all subjects

Instruction in the primary language and in English as a second language is no longer required.

e Should these students exgerte academic failure, the students must hdawrtified as LEP
and served in either a bilingual or ESL program.



ENTRY OR PLACEMENT CRITERIA

For entry into, or placement within, a bilingual education or English as a second language program, a
student shall be identified as limited English proficient using the following criteria:

1) At pre-kindergarten through Grade 1, the score on the English oral language proficiency test is
below the level designated for indicating limited English proficiency.

Within four weeksof their initial enrollment in the district, students shall be identified as limited
English proficient and enrolled into the required bilingual education or English as a second language
progam. Prekindergarten and kindergarten studentsnegstered in the spring shall be identified as
limited English proficient and enrolled in the required bilingual education or English as a second
language program within four weeks of the start of thmsl year in the fall.

EXIT CRITERIA
For exit from a bilingual education or English as a second language program, a student:

1) May be classified as English proficient at the end of the school year in which a student would
be able to participate equally & regular, alEnglish instructional program as determined by:
a) Meeting state performance standards for the English language critefgoanced
assessment instrument for readamgl writing (when available) at grade levahd
b) Tests administered at tleed of each school year to determine the extent to which the
student has developed oral and written language proficiency and specific language skills

2) May be classified as English proficient when heloe scores at or above thé"4@rcentile on
both the English reading and the English language arts sections of-apfEéved norm
referenced assessment instrument;
3) May be classified as English proficient as determined by criteria which meet tiremseuts
outlined in the local plan.

Campuses shalll also consider other indi€ations
referenced test scores, subjective teacher evaluation, and parental evaluation.



A studentmay not beexited fran the bilingual education programpne-kindergarten through
Grade 1.

For determining whether a student who has been exited from a bilingual education or English as a
second language program is academically successful, the following criteria shalll la¢ tireend of
the school year:
1) The student meets state performance standards in English of the crigdei@mced
assessment instrument for the grade level as applicable.
2) The student has passing grades in all subjects and courses taken.

Students meatg exit requirements may continue in the bilingual education of English as a second
language program with parental approval but are not eligible for inclusion in the district bilingual
education allotment.

ELIGIBLE STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

Campuses stlamplement assessment procedures which differentiate between language proficiency
and handicapping conditions and shall establish placement procedures which ensure that placement in
a bilingual education or English as a second language program isussdablely because the student

has a disability.

A professional member of the language proficiency assessment committee shall serve on the
admission, review, and dismissal (ARD) committeef each limited English proficient student who
gualifies for serwies in the special education program.

FACILITIES

Bilingual education and English as a second language program shall be located in the regular public
schools of the district rather than in separate facilities. In order to provide the required bilingual
education or English as a second language programs, districts may concentrate the programs at a
limited number of schools within the district provided that the enrollment in those schools shall not
exceed 60% limited English proficient students.

PARENTAL A UTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY

The parents shall be notified that their child has been classified as limited English proficient and
recommended for placement in the required bilingual education or English as a second language
program. They shall be providedormation describing the bilingual education or English as a second
language program recommended, its benefits to the student, and its being an integral part of the school
program to ensure that the parents understand the purposes and content gfdine pfbie entry or
placement of a student in the bilingual education or English as a second language program must be
approved in writing by the studentds parent.
student s c ont itheuwquded pilmguél edadatipraor English as ansecond language
program until the student meets the exit criteria, graduates from high school, or the parent requests a
change in program placement.



The campuses shal/l n o tsit fuyd etnht éd ss truwedd mtséss fp arad n to
and his or her exit from the bilingual education or English as a second language program and require
approval.

The parent of a student enrolled in a district which is required to offer bilingual educaiaglsh as

a second language programs may appeal to the Commissioner of Education if the district fails to
comply with the laws or the rules. Students meeting exit requirements may continue in the bilingual
education or English as a second languagerpnogvith parental approval but are not eligible for
inclusion in the district bilingual education allotment.

STAFFING AND STAFF DEVELOPMENT

School districts shall take all reasonable affirmative steps to assign appropriately certified teachers to
the reayired bilingual education and English as a second language programs in accordance with the
Texas Education Code, 29061, concerning bilingual education and special language program teachers.
Districts which are unable to secure a sufficient number ofieertilingual education and English as

a second language teachers to provide the required programs, shall request emergency teaching permits
or special assignment permits, as appropriate, in accordance with Chapter 230, subchapter Q, of this
title (relatng to Permits).

School districts which are unable to employ a sufficient number of teachers, includinggar

teachers, who meet the requirement of subsection (a) of this section for the bilingual education and
English as a second language programd apaly on or before October 1 for an exception to the
bilingual education program as provided in 889.1205(g) of this title (relating to Required Bilingual
Education and English as a Second Language Programs) or a waiver of the certification requirements
in the English as a second language program as provided in 889.1205(h) of this title (relating to
Required Bilingual Education and English as a Second Language Programs) as needed.

Teachers assigned to the bilingual education program and/or Englishcasid lsexguage program
may receive salary supplements as authorized by the Texas Education Code, 42.153

Districts may compensate teachers and aides assigned to bilingual education and English as a second
language programs for participation in continuingaation programs designed to increase their skills

or lead to bilingual education or English as a second language certification.

Districts which are unable to install their bilingual education and English as a second language
programs with fully certifiedeachers shall use at least 10% of their bilingual education allotment for
pre-service and inservice training to improve the skills of the teacher who provide the instruction in the
alternative bilingual education program, who provide instruction in Hnghsa second language,

and/or who provide content area instruction in special classes for limited English proficient students.

The commissioner of education shall encourage districts to cooperate with colleges and universities to
provide training for teeher and assigned to the bilingual education and/or English as a second
language programs.



TRAINING GUIDES

The Texas Education Agency (TEA) shall develop, in collaboration with Education Service Centers
(ECS), bilingual education training guides fmplementing bilingual education and English as a
second language training programs. The materials shall provide a framework for:

1) Developmentally appropriate bilingual education programs for early childhood through the
elementary grades;

2) Affectively appropriate instruction in bilingual education and English as a second language
programs.
3) Linguistically appropriate bilingual education and English as a second language programs;

4) Cognitively appropriate programs for limited English proficient students.

5) Developmentally appropriate programs for gifted and talented limited English proficient
students and limited English proficient students with handicaps.

REQUIRED SUMMER SCHOOL PROGRAMS

Summer school programs that provided under the Texas Education €666, Zor children of
limited English proficiency who will be eligible for admission to kindergarten or first grade at the
beginning of the next school year shall be implemented in accordance with this section.

Purpose of Summer School Programs
e Limited English proficient students shall have an opportunity to receive special instruction
designed to prepare them to be successful in kindergarten and first grade.

e Instruction shall focus on language development and essential knowledge and skills appropriate
to the level of the students.

e The program shall address the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of the limited English
proficient students.

Establishment of, and Eligibility for, the Program
e Each district required to offer a bilingual or specialgaageprogram in accordance with the
Texas Education Code, 29.053, shall offer the summer program. Programs under his
subsection for students who will be in bilingual education kindergarten and first grade
programs shall be bilingual education.

e To be eigible for enrollment, a student must be eligible for admission to kindergarten or to the
first grade at the beginning of the next school year and must be limited English proficient.

e Limited English proficiency shall be determined by screening students informal oral
language inventories or oral proficiency instruments approved by the commissioner of
education, or other appropriate instruments.



Operation of the Program
e Enroliment n the program is optional with the parents of the student.
e The program shall be operated on-olag bases, a minimum of three hours each day, for eight
weeks or the equivalent of 120 hours of instruction.
The student/teacher ratio for the program districte shall not exec 18 to one.
A district is not required to provide transportation for the summer program.
Teachers shall possess certification or endorsement as required in the Texas Education Code.

FUNDING AND RECORDS FOR PROGRAMS

A district shall use state amacal funds for program purposes. Federal funds may be used to
supplement the program.
¢ Auvailable funds appropriated by the legislature from the Foundation School Program for the
support of summer school programs provided under the Texas Education Cisilk,stll be
allocated to school districts in accordance with this subsection.
e Funding for the summer school programs shall be on a unit basis in such an allocation system
to ensure a pupil/teacher ratio of not more than 18 to one. The numbers ofsstadeined to
earn units shall be established by the commissioner of education. The allotment per unit shall
be determined by the commissioner based on funds available.
e Any district required to offer the program that has less than ten students-ehaiieatiesiring
to participate is not required to operate the program. However, those districts must demonstrate
that they have aggressively attempted to encourage student participation.
e Payment to districts for summer school programs shall be based oarapltsyed and shall be
made through the regular foundation program payment.
Programs operated under this subsection. Applications for funding shall contain the number of
students who will participate in the program and other information necessmyu® the
commissioner that programs will be operated in accordance with this subsection
e A district shall maintain records of eligibility, attendance, and progress of students.



FUNDING AND RECORDS FOR PROGRAMS AND ENFORCING
LAW AND COMMISSIO NERG&6 S RULES

Texas Education Agency (TEA) staff that is trained in assessing bilingual education and English as a
second language programs shall monitor each school district in the state and enforce this subchapter in
accordance with the Texas Educatiord€029062 and 42.153.

To ensure a comprehensive monitoring and assessment effort of each district at least every three years,
data reported by the district in the Public Education Information Management System (PEIMS), data
required by the commissioner @flucation, and data gathered througtsive@ monitoring will be used.

EVALUATION

All districts required to conduct a bilingual education or English as a second language program shall
conduct periodic assessment and continuous diagnosis in the langtisg#isiction to determine
program impact and student outcomes in all subject areas.

Annual report of educational performance shall reflect the academic progress in either language of the
limited English proficient students, the extent to which theyoeoomming proficient in

English, the number of students who have been exited from the bilingual education and English as a
second language programs, and the number of teachers and aides trained and the frequency, scope, an
results of the training. Theseports shall be retained at the district level to be made available to
monitoring teams according to 889.1260 of this title (relating to Monitoring of Programs and
Enforcing Law and Commi ssionerds Rul es) .

Districts shall report to parents the progrestheir child as a result of participation in the program
offered to limited English proficient students in English and the home language at least annually.

Each school year, the principal of each school campus, with the assistance of the campus level
comnittee, shall develop, review, and revise the campus improvement plan described in the Texas
Education Code, 11.253, for the purpose of improving student performance for limited English
proficient student.
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Chapter 89. Adaptations for Sp  ecial Populations
Subchapter BB. Commissioner's Rules Concerning State Plan for
Educating Limited English Proficient Students

Statutory Authority: The provisions of this Subchapter BB issued under
the Texas Education Code, 8829.0529.064, unless otherwisaoted.

§89.1201. Policy.
(a) It is the policy of the state that every student in the state who has a home language

other than English and who is identified as limited English proficient shall be providid a
opportunity to participate in a bilingual educator English as a second language

program, as required in the Texas Education Code, Chapter 29, Subchapter B. To ensure
equal educational opportunity, as required in the Texas Education Code, § 1.002&)heatHistrict
shall:

(1) identify limited Englsh proficient students based on criteria established by the state;

(2) provide bilingual education and English as a second language prograimeges parts of
the regular program as described in the Texas Education &b062;

(3) seek certified teaching pamnel to ensure that limited English proficient

students are afforded full opportunity to master the essential skills and knovdgdged by
the state; and

(4) assess achievement for essential skills and knowledge in accordance with the

Texas Education Ced Chapter 39, to ensure accountability for limited Engrsificient
students and the schools that serve them.

(b) The goal of bilingual education programs shall be to enable limited English pro§tidents to

become competent in the comprehension, spgateading, and compositi@t the English language

through the development of literacy and academic skills in the primary language and English. Such
programs shall emphasize the mastery of English language skills, as well as mathematics, science and
sodal studies, as integral parts of the

academic goals for all students to enable limited English proficient students to paréiqip&ely in

school.

(c) The goal of English as a second language programs shall babie #émited English proficient
studentso become competent in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the
English language through the integrated use of second language



methods. The English as a second language program shall emphasize the mastery of English
language skillsas Nell as mathematics, science and social studies, as integral parts of the academic
goals for all students to enable limited English proficient students to participate equitably in school.

(d) Bilingual education and Englistsa second language progra shall be integral parts of the

total school program. Such programs shall use instructional approaches designed to meet the special
needs of limited English proficient students. The basic curriculum content of the programs shall be
based on the essentsHills and knowledge required by the state.

§889.1205. Required Bilingual Education and English as a Second Langudgegrams.

(a) Each school district which has enroliment of 20 or more limited English proficient students in any

language classification in the same grade level distiidé shall offer a bilingual education

program as described in subsection (b) of this section for the limited English ptddicidents in
prekindergarten through the elementary grades who speak that language. "Elementary grades" shall
include at least prekindergarten through Grade 5; sixth grade shall be included when clustered with
elementary grades.

(b) A district shall provide &ilingual education program by offering a dual language program in

prekindergarten through the elementary grades, as desiri®@8.1210 of this title (relating to
Program Content and Design).

(c) Districts are authorized to establish a bilingual educagtiogram at grade levels in which the

bilingual education program is not required under subsection (a) of this section.

(d) All limited English proficient students for whom a district is not required to offer a bilingual

education program shall be provided anglish as a second language program as described in
subsection (e) of this section, regardless of the students' grade levels and home language, and
regardless of the number of such students.

(e) A district shall provide an English as a second language prdayasfiering an English as a
second language program as described in 889.1210 of this title (relating to Program Content and
Design).

(f) Districts may join with other districts to provide bilingual education or English as a second
language programs.



(g9) Districts which are unable to provide a bilingual education program as required by subsection
(a) of this section shall request from the commissioner of education an exception to the bilingual
education program and approval to offer an alterngiegram Approval of exceptions to the

bilingual education program shall be negotiadacan individual basis and shall be valid for only the
school year for which it wasegotiated. This request will be submitted by a date determined by the
commissioner oéducaion and shall include:

(1) a statement of the reasons the district is unable to offer the bilingual education program with
supporting documentation;

(2) a description of the proposed alternative modified bilingual education or intensive English as
a second languagprograms to meet the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of the
limited English proficient students, including the manner in which the students will be given
opportunity to master the essential knowledge and skills required by Chapter 74itéthis t
(relating to Curriculum Requirements);

(3) an assurance that certified personnel available in the district will be assigned to grade levels
beginning at prekindergarten followed successively by subsequent grade levels to ensure that
the linguistic and ackemic needs of the limited English proficient students with beginning
levels of English proficiency are served on a priority basis;

(4) a description of the training program which the district will provide to improve the skills of
the staff which is assigned implement the proposed alternative program, and an assurance
that at least 10% of the bilingual education allotment shall be used to carry out this training
program; and

(5) a description of the actions the district will take to ensure that the proggured under
subsection (a) of this section will be provided the subsequentiyeading its plans for
recruiting and training an adequate number of teachers to eliminate the need for subsequent
exceptions.

(h) Districts which, because of an insufficientmber of certified teachers, are unablettovide an

English as a second language program as required by subsection (d) of this section shall request
from the commissioner of education a waiver of the certification requirements for the teachers who
will provide the instruction in English as a second language for the limited English proficient
students. Approval of waivers of certification requirements shall be negotiated on an individual
basis and shall be valid for only the school year for which they meggetiated. This request will be
submitted by a date determined by the commissioner of education and shall include:

(1) a statement of the reasons the district is unable to provide a sufficient rudiréified
teachers to offer the English as a sedandguage program;



(2) a description of the manner in which the teachers in the English as a second language program
will meet the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of the limited English proficient student,
including the manner by which tistudentswill be given opportunity to master the essential
knowledge and skills required by Chapter 74 of this title (relating to Curriculum Requirements);

(3) an assurance that certified personnel available in the disiticbe assigned to grade levels
begnning at prekindergarten followed successively by subsequent grade levels in the
elementary school campus, and on the basis of need for secondary campuses, to ensure that the
linguistic and academic needs of the limited English proficient students witbvier levels of
English proficiency are served on a priority basis;

(6) a description of the actions the district will take to ensure that the pragcamed under
subsection (d) of this section will be provided the subsequentigelading its plans for
recruiting and training an adequate number of teachers to eliminate the need for subsequent
waivers.

(d) English as a second language programs shall be intensive programs of instruction designed
to develop proficiency in the comprehension, speaking, reading;camgosition in the English
language. InstructiomiEnglish as a second language shaidramensurate with the student's

level of English proficiency and his or her level of academic achievement. In prekindergarten
through Grade 8, instruction in English as a second language may vary from the amioust of t



accorded to instruction in English language arts in the regular program for nonlimited English
proficient students to a full



time instructional setting utilizing second language methods. In high school, the English as a second
language program ah be consistent with graduation requirements under Chapter 74 of this title
(relating to Curriculum Requirements). The language proficiency assessment committee may
recommend appropriate services that may include content courses provided throughisheltere
instructional approaches by trained teachers, enrollment in English as a second language courses,
additional state elective English courses, and special assistance provided through locally determined
programs.

(e) The English as a second language progtfaal be an integral part of the regular educational
program required under Chapter 74 of this title (relating to Curriculum Requirements). Districts shall
use stateadopted English as a second language instructional materials and supplementary materials
as curriculum tools. In addition, districts may use other curriculum adaptations which have been
developed. The district shall provide for ongoing coordination between the English as a second
languageprogram and the regular educational program. The Enggisa second language program

shall address the affective, linguistic, and cognitive needs of limited English proficient students as
follows.

(N Except in the coursespecified in subsection (g) of this section, English as a second language
strategies, which may involve the use of the students' home language, may be provided in any of the
courses or electives required for promotion or graduation to #ssisnited Eglish proficient
students to master the essential knowledge and skills foedla@ed subject(s). The use of English as
a second language strategies shall not impede the awarding of credit toward meeting promotion or
graduation requirements.

(9) In subjectssuch as art, music, and physical education, the limited English proficient students shall
participate with their EnglisBpeaking peers in regular classes provided in



the subjects. The district shall ensure that students enrolled in bilinguatieduand

English as a second language programs Baveaningful opportunity to participate wittther students
in all extracurricular activities.

(h) The required bilingual education or English as a second language programs shall be provided to
every limted English proficient student with parental approval until such

time that the student meets exit criteria as described in 889.1225(h) of this title (relating to Testing
and Classification of Students) or graduates from high school.

prekindergarten through Grade 8, or by the student in Grati2sThe original copy ahe survey shall

be kept in the student's permanent record.

(b) The home language survey shall be administered in English angsSgar students of other
language groups, the home language survey shall be translated into the home
language whenever possible. The home language survey shall contain the following questions.

(1) "What language is spoken in your home most of the time?"
(2) "What language does your child (gou) speak most of the time?"

(c) Additional information may be collected by the district and recorded on the home language
survey.

(d) The home language survey shall be used to establish the student's language classification for
determining whether the district is required to provide a bilingual education or English as a second
language program. If the response on the hiamguage survey indicates that a language other than
English is used, the student shall be

tested in accordaneeth 889.1225 of this title (relating to Testing and Classification of Students).

(b) In districts required to provide a bilingual education program, the langurafjeiency assessment
committee shall be composed of the membership describedTetas Education Code, §29.063. If
the district does not have an individual in one or noditaeschool job classifications required, the
district shall designate another professional staff member to serve on the language proficiency
assessment committee. The district may add other members to the committee in any of the required
categories.

(c) In distrids and grade levels not required to provide a bilingual education program, the language
proficiency assessment committee shall be composed of one oprofegsional personnel and a
parent of a limited English proficient student participatinthenprogam designated by the district.

(d) No parent serving on the language proficiency assessment committee shall be an
employee of the school district.

(e) A district shall establish and operate a sufficient number of language proficissEssment
committees to enablthem to discharge their duties within four weeks ottiveliment of
limited English proficient students.

(H All members of the language proficiency assessment committee, including parents, shall be
acting for the school district and shall observe all lang rules governing confidentiality
of information concerning individual students. The district shafelsponsible for the
orientation and training of all members, including the parents, ddtigeiage proficiency
assessment committee.

(9) Upon their inital enrollment and at the end of each school year, the language proficiency
assessment committee shall review all pertinent information on all limited English proficient
students identified in accordance with 889.1225(f) of this title (relating to Testihg a
Classification of Students), and shall:

(1) designate the language proficiency level of each limited English proficient student in
accordance with the guidelines issued pursuant to 889.1210(b) and (d) of this title
(relating to Program Content and Design);

(2) designate the level of academic achievement of each limited English proficient
student;






(3) designate, subject to parental approval, the initial instructional placement of each limited
English proficient student in the required program;

(4) facilitatethe participation of limited English proficient students in other special programs for
which they are eligible provided by the district with either state or federal funds; and

(5) classify students as English proficient in accordance with the criteria desicri89.1225(h)
of this title (relating to Testing and ClassificationSttidents), and recommend their exit from
the bilingual education or English asecond language program.
(h) Before the administration of the state critefieferenced test eachare the language proficiency
assessment committee shall determine the appropriate assessment option for each limited English
proficient. student as outlined in Chapter 101, Subchapter AA, of this title (relating to Commissioner's
Rules Concerning the Pamation of Limited English Proficient Students in State Assessments). The
assessment options shall be:
(1) administration of the English version critericagferenced test;
(2) administration of the Spanish version criterr@fierenced test; or

(3) for certain immigrat students, exemption from the critericeferenced test.

() In determining the appropriate assessment option, the language proficiency assessment
committee shall consider the following criteria for each student:

1) academic program participation (bilingwalucation or English as a second language)
and language of instruction;

2) language proficiency, including literacy; in English and/or Spanish;

3) number of years enrolled in U.S. schools;

4) previous testing history;

5) level achieved in the state reading proficyg tests in English (RPTE);

6) consecutive years of residence outside of the 50 U.S. states; and

7) schooling outside the U.S.
()) The language proficiency assessment committee shall give written noticestadést's parent
advising that the student hasdm classified as limited English proficiemtd requesting approval to

place the student in the required bilingual education or English as a second language program. The
notice shall include information about the



benefits of the bilingual education Bnglish as a second language program for whicbkttigent has
been recommended and that it is an integral part of the school program.

(k) Pending parent approval of a limited English proficient student's entry into the bilingual
education or English assecond language program recommended by the language proficiency
assessment committee, the district shall place the student in the recommended program, but may
count only limited English proficient students with parental approval for bilingual education
allotment.

(1) The language proficiency assessment committee shall monitor the academic progress of each
student who has exited from a bilingual or English as a second language program within the past two
years to determine whether the student is academmadicessful as defined in §89.1225(j) of this

title (relating to Testing and Classification of Students). Those students who are not academically
successful due to limited English proficiency shall be reclassified as limited English proficient

(LEP), andashall be recommended for participation in a bilingual education or English as a second
language program. Students who are not reclassified as LEP may be placed in compensatory and
accelerated instruction or other special language program which addresseedts.

(m) The student's permanent record shall contain documentation of all actions impacting the limited
English proficient student. This documentation shall include:

(1) the identification of the student as limited English proficient;
(2) the designation ahe student's level of language proficiency;
(3) the recommendation of program placement;

(4) parental approval of entry or placement into the program;

(5) the dates of entry into, and placement within, the program;

(6) the dates of exemptions from the criteri@ferened test, criteria used fainis
determination, and additional instructional interventions provided to studestsure
adequate yearly progress;

(7) the date of exit from the program and parent notification; and

(8) the results of monitoring for academic succ@ssduding students formerly classified
as limited English proficient, as required under the Texas Education Code, §29.063(c)(4).

If the home language of the students is Spanish, the dakrict sh
administer the Spanish version of the TBpproved oral language proficiency test which was
administered in English. If the home language of the students is other than Spanish, the district shall
determine the students' level of proficiency using imi@roral language assessment measures.

(c) All the oral language proficiency testing shall be administered by professionals or
paraprofessionals who are proficient in the language of the test and trained in language proficiency
testing.

(d) The grade leveland the scores on each test which shall identify a student as limited English
proficient shall be established by TEA. The commissioner of education shall review the approved
list of tests, grade levels, and scores annually and update the list.

(e) Studets with a language other than English shall be administered the required oral language
proficiency test within four weeks of their enroliment. Nemafierenced assessment instruments,
however, may be administered within the established norming

period.

() For entry into a bilingual education or English as a second language program, a student shall be
identified as limited English proficient using the following criteria.

(1) At prekindergarten through Grade 1, the score on the English oral language
proficiency tet is below the level designated for indicating limited English proficiency
.under subsection (d) of this section.

(2) At Grades 212:

(A) the student's score on the English oral language proficiency test is below the
level designated for indicating limited Erghli proficiency under subsection (d) of
this section;

(B) the student's score on the reading and language arts section3 BAHa@proved
normreferenced measure at his or her grade level is lelewO0th percentile; or



(C) the student's ability in English $® limited that the administration, at his or her
grade level, of the reading and language arts sections of eapg#ved norm
referenced assessment instrument or other test apdrgVEEA is not valid.

(3) In the absence of data required in paragraj{B)®f this subsection, evidence that the
student is not academically successful as defined in subsection (j) of this section is required.

(g) Within the four weeks of their initial enroliment in the district, students shall be identified as limited
English poficient and enrolled into the required bilingual education or English as a second language
program. Prekindergarten and kindergarten stugeetegistered in the spring shall be identified as
limited English proficient and enrolled the required biligual education or English as a second
language program within four weeks of the start of the school year in the fall.

(h) For exit from a bilingual education or English as a second language program, a student may be
classified as English proficient at the esfdhe school year in which a student would be able to
participate equally in a regular, #&hglish, instructional program.

(1) This determination shall be based upon tests that measure the extent to which the student has
developed oral and written languagefjtiency and specific language skills in both the

student's primary language (for students enrolled in bilingual education) and English, and one
of the following:

(A) meeting state performance standards for the English langtitegeonreferenced

assessmeéinstrument for reading and writing (whawailable) required in the Texas
Education Code (TEC), 839.023, at gréeiee|; or

(B) scoring at or above the 40th percentile on both the English reading and the English
language arts sections of a TE8faproved nornreferenced assessment instrument.

(2) In making this determination, districts shall also consider other indications of a student's

overall progress, including criterieneferenced test scores, subjective teacher evaluation, and
parental evaluation.

(i) A student nay not be exited from the bilingual education or English as a second

language program in prekindergarten through Grade .1. A district must ensure thaBHimgiiet
proficient students are prepared to meet academic standards required by TEC, §28.0211.

() For determining whether a student who has been exited from a bilingual education or

English as a second language program is academically successful, the following criteria shall be
used at the end of the school year:

(2) the student has passing grades in all subjects and courses taken.

Sec. 29,051. STATE POLICY.

English is the basic language of this state. Public schools are responsible for providing a full opportunit
for all students to become competent in speaking, reading, writing, and comprehendingate, English langu
Large numbers of students in the state come from environments in which the primary language is other th:
English. Experience has shown that public school classes in which instruction is given only in English are of
inadequate for the educatitimosk students. The mastery of basic English language skills is a prerequisite for
effective participation in the state's educational program. Bilingual education and special language programs
can meet the needs of those students and facilitate thtdminteg the regular school curriculum.
Therefore, in accordance with the policy of the state to ensure equal educational opportunity to every studel
and in recognition of the educational needs of students of limited English proficieney,ptisidabchapt
for the establishment of bilingual education
and special language programs in the public schools and provides supplemental financial assistance to help

school districts meet the extra costs of the programs.
